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IWBF RULES

All rules set forth herein supplement those of and are subject to approval 

By, the local State Athletic Commission and The Association of Boxing Commissions. 

All rules consider the highest standards for the safety and protection of the Boxers. 

The policies and criteria in which boxers are ranked are as follows:

1.Head to head competition of the boxers. The head to head competition must have happened within a reasonable amount of time between the two boxers bout and the ranking that is being posted.

2. The activity of the boxers within a reasonable amount of time between bouts and the boxers ranking or the Inactivity of the boxers within a reasonable amount of time between the boxers last bout and there ranking.

3. The physical ability of the boxer and the skillful ability of the boxers

4. The Quality of opponents in which a boxer has developed their record from

5. All Boxers will be ranked in the division in which they have fought the majority

Of there bouts in. If a boxer chooses to change the weight division in which she wants to be ranked in. Send a formal letter to the IWBF stating which division they will be competing in. Send to:

The appeals procedure for boxers is as follows:

The boxer must inform the IWBF of there appeal by the 15th day of the month in question. The boxer must provide proof and facts to support there complaint and put this in a formal letter and send it to the IWBF (A return contact must be present in this letter in order for the IWBF to return there decision.) The Boxers appeal will be looked at and deliberated by the IWBF committee. A decision on the appeal will be made by the 1st day of the following month. The boxer will be notified of the decision rendered before the next month’s rankings are posted formally.

1. BOXERS

WOMEN BOXERS SHALL BE DIVIDED INTO THE FOLLOWING WEIGHT CLASSES:

1.1 No Boxer may compete in a professional bout that is less than eighteen 

Years of age, unless special permission is otherwise granted by the State 

Commission.

1.2 All Boxers must hold valid boxer's licenses as issued by the State's 

Athletic Commission. No member will be permitted to take part in any contest 

Or exhibition except in the capacity for which she is licensed.

1.3 All Boxers must be medically examined according to the State's Athletic 

Commission's standards. (See section 4.)

1.4 Member Boxers may take part in interfederation contests or exhibitions 

Or those outside of the IWBF; However the IWBF must be notified of 

Participation in non-IWBF contests. The IWBF will remain entitled to receive 

A percentage of the purse in all bouts it sanctions or those in which its 

Boxers are IWBF ranked.

1.6 No boxer shall box within ten days (10) from the date of her last 

Contest. No boxer will be permitted to engage in more than one bout on any 

Single day.

1.7 In the event the Champion wishes to defend her title voluntarily, the 

Approval of the IWBF must first be obtained.

1.8 A Boxer can only be declared a Champion by winning a Contest under 

Championship conditions.

1.9 A Boxer can only be declared the winner of a Bout according to the 

Contest Rules in section 2. 

1.10 The IWBF shall provide a Championship Belt for each World Championship 

Weight class and such belt shall become the property of the boxer in that 

Weight class. The status of the belt will be relinquished in a loss of the 

Title or due to retirement but in both cases the boxer will retain her 

Actual belt.

2. CONTEST RULES & CHAMPION REQUIREMENTS

2.0 All bouts, including championship bouts shall have rounds of two (2) 

Minutes in duration with an interval between each round of one minute.

2.1 The number of rounds in all contests shall be specified. No bout shall 

Be less than four (4) rounds or less than eight (8) minutes of actual 

Boxing. No bout shall exceed ten- (10) rounds or twenty minute's (20) of 

Actual boxing.

2.2 All World Championship bouts shall be of ten (10) round duration.

All State Championship bouts shall be of eight (8) round duration. 

All other bouts shall be between four (4) and ten (10) rounds in duration.

2.3 Boxers must weigh-in within twenty-four (24) hours before the 

Commencement of a bout.

2.4 The opponents in any bout must be engaged from the same weight class.

2.5 Champions Responsibilities,

a) All Champions must defend their title a minimum of one bout every 

Six months against the highest ranked opponent available, given a legitimate 

Offer from a promoter. Failure to comply with this paragraph is grounds for 

Actions to require a mandatory title defense within 60 days or to have the 

Champion removed and a title elimination tournament being called for to 

Declare a New World champion. 

b) All Champions who choose to move up or down out of their weight 

Division to fight for a title (IWBF or from another sanctioning body) will 

Be faced with the following:

Win the new title bout out of their respective weight division and the Champion must 

Choose to keep the new title and religuish their old IWBF title or 

Remain IWBF champion in their old weight classification and relinquish 

There newly won title. Notification in writing to the IWBF of there 

Decision must be made within 48hrs of winning the new title. 

Lose the new title bout and remain IWBF champion of their respective 

Division. This fighter then must defend their title against the #1 

Ranked (or the highest ranked available) fighter in that division in 

Their next bout. 

2.6 When a boxer is overweight at the weigh-in, conducted within twenty-four 

Hours before the fight, she will have three hours pre-fight, if feasible 

After the time of the weigh-in, to "make weight". Any boxer who is still 

Overweight after such time shall forfeit the bout and efforts will be made 

To substitute another boxer.

2.7 All world champions must present their world title belt to the IWBF 

supervising official prior to any title defense. This applies to both world 

Champions and Intercontinental champions. A fine not to exceed $250.00 will 

Be imposed if this requirement is not met.

2.8 The IWBF requires all boxers to wear a breast protector approved by the 

State's Athletic Commission. 

2.9 No boxer may use any substance before or during a bout on any part of 

Her body for any purpose, such as for massage, which may be harmful or act 

As an irritant to her opponent. The discretional use of Vaseline around the 

Eyes is permitted; however the use of Vaseline, grease or any other 

Substance on the arms, legs and body of either boxer is prohibited.

2.10 Boxing gloves shall be new for all main events, provided by the 

Promoter of that event.

2.11 Boxing gloves shall weight eight (8) ounces for up to the l4Olbs weight 

Class. Boxing gloves shall weight ten (10) ounces for over the l4Olbs weight 

Class.

2.12 All gloves used under IWBF jurisdiction shall be thumb attached or 

Thumbless.

2.13 Bandages shall be used by boxers for the protection of the hands. The 

Length and amount of bandages and tape to be applied to hands must meet the 

Requirements of the State's Athletic Commission.

2.14 Before or during a bout, a boxer may not ingest or use any stimulant. 

Only cold water may be sprinkled on the body or used as a mouthrinse.

2.15 All boxers must have two pairs of boxing trunks of different colors 

Available for each bout and wear those selected by the Commissioner in cases 

Of dispute regarding two similar colors between boxers.

2.16 All boxers must wear boxer’s trunks/shorts with the length not to 

Extend below the knee. Boxers may wear only shorts and top approved by the 

IWBI and/or State's Athletic Commission, and must wear such approved gear at 

The weigh-in.

2.17 A Boxer's hair shall be worn in such a way and/or may not be secured 

With such foreign objects that may cause interference with either Boxer.

2.18 All Boxers must be equipped with well-fitting mouthpieces for all 

Bouts.

2.19 No shoes with spikes, cleats, hard soles or hard heels will be 

Permitted in the ring.

3. SCORING. KNOCKOUTS & FOULS

Note: These rules are LAW the standardized ABC unified rules for women but 

Can be superceded by State Athletic Commission rules.

3.0 The winner of each round shall receive ten (10) points, and the opponent 

A proportionately less number. Three judges shall score the bout and 

Determined the winner by this "ten (10) point must system". In an "even" 

Round, both boxers will receive ten (10) points.

3.1 Points will be awarded on the offensive for direct, clean punches with 

The knuckle side of the glove to the front or side of the head or body of 

The opponent above the belt. ("Above the belt" is the part of the body above 

The top of the hip bones)

3.2 Points will be awarded on the defensive for slipping, guarding, and 

Ducking an attack.

3.3 No standing eight (8) count rule shall be in effect in all bouts. After 

Each knockdown, the referee, will however, issue a mandatory eight (8) 

Count to the fallen boxer to ensure they are able to continue.

3.4 When a boxer receives standing eight count during a bout, the referee 

Or ringside physician may terminate the bout if a boxer appears to be in 

Physical danger.

3.5 A boxer knocked down cannot be "saved by the bell" in any round. There 

Is also no "3 knockdown rule" in effect?

3.6 When a boxer is knocked down, the Referee will count aloud as he/she 

Motions with his/her right arm downward indicating the end of each second of 

The count. If the boxer is still down when the Referee calls the count often 

(10), the Referee shall indicate that the boxer is knocked out.

3.7 When a boxer is deemed "down" as indicated in sec. 3.6 below, the 

Referee shall order her opponent to retire to the farthest neutral comer of 

The ring, pointing to the comer, and immediately start counting. Should the 

Opponent fail to retire to the indicated comer, the Referee shall stop 

Counting until the opponent has retired to it and then resume the count 

From the point at which it was interrupted.

3.8 When a boxer is deemed "down", one of the following shall have taken 

Place:

(a) When a boxer is on the canvas in the ring from a legitimate hit; or

(b) When a boxer falls from the boxing ring as the result of a 

Legitimate hit; or

(c) When a boxer is supported by the ropes of the boxing ring and is, in 

The opinion of the Referee, unable to defend herself or

(d) When any part of the boxer's body other than the feet is touching 

The floor of the boxing ring; or

(e) When a boxer is in the act of rising from the canvas

The boxer will continue to be deemed 'down" until she is on her feet in the 

Boxing ring and is ready and able to defend herself

3.9 When a boxer is "down" under 3.6(b), she must return to the ring 

Unassisted within twenty (20) seconds. In all other cases, as mentioned 

Above, she must be on her feet within ten (10) seconds.

3.10 When a boxer is back on her feet, after having been "down", the Referee 

Must be satisfied that the boxer is ready and able to continue and defend 

Herself, or if not, he/she may stop the bout and declare her opponent the 

Winner.

3.11 A Referee will interrupt the count where he/she considers that a fallen 

Boxer is in need of urgent medical attention and in such cases the opponent 

Shall be declared the winner by technical knockout (TKO).

3.12 The Winner of a bout will be declared under the following 

Circumstances:

(a) By knockout - after a Boxer is down and called "knocked out" after 

The Referee's count as described in section 3.4 above.

(b) By technical knockout - when a fallen boxer, even if risen cannot 

Defend herself or is in need of medical attention and the fight is 

Stopped with no intent to resume.

(c) By points - as determined by the count of three judges.

(d) By technical decision - when a fight is deemed over due to 

Unexpected circumstances, blatant fouling etc. at the discretion of the 

Referee.

The Referee will declare the winner by raising the arm of the Boxer over her 

Head. If the Boxers tie, the Referee will raise one arm of each Boxer 

Simultaneously.

3.13 The following acts are illegal during a Bout, and will result in 

Warnings, point deductions and/or disqualification:

(a) There shall be no "hitting below the belt"; Upon the 

Third warning from the Referee, there shall be a deduction of at least one point 

From each judge's round total for that round;

(b) There shall be no use of spinning backhand punching, or 

Pivot blow; For any occurrence, there shall be a deduction of at least one point 

From each judge's round total for that round;

(c) There shall be no hitting with the "laces" of either 

Hand, (the "laces" referring to the palm side of glove and forearm) the open 

Glove, or elbow. Upon the third warning of the Referee, there shall be a 

Deduction of at least one point from each judge's round total for that round;

(d) There shall be no use of the feet, knees or legs in any 

Contact during the bout;

(e) Any intentional head butting shall bring about 

Imediate deduction of one point from each judge's card for that fighter for 

That round; any fighter inflicting three (3) headbutts during any given bout 

Shall be disqualified forfeiting the fight and any title held.

(f) There shall be no hitting on the back of the head or neck; no hitting to 

The kidney or the back of any fighter. Any intentional contact of such kind 

Shall bring about immediate deduction of one point from each judge's card 

For that fighter for that round; and may result in disqualification;

(g) There shall be no holding, wrestling, shouldering, 

Roughing, pushing, tripping or persistent ducking below the waist;

(h) There shall be no intentional falling without receiving 

A blow; It will be at the referee's discretion to stop the bout for this 

Conduct;

(I) A boxer must break from her opponent when so 

Ordered; failing to do so, or striking or attempting to strike the opponent on 

The break will result in the deduction of one point from each judge for that 

Round after three warnings from the Referee;

(q) There shall be no deliberate striking of an opponent who 

Has fallen to the floor or who is down. When a fighter falls to the ground the 

Opponent must retreat to a neutral comer as swiftly as possible;

(k) There shall be no hitting of an opponent after the 

Termination of a round;

(L) There shall be no other unsporting acts or conduct.

3.14 It is in the Referee's sole discretion to determine which boxer is at 

Fault in any of the cases listed above in 3.10, to caution the boxers, to 

Direct judges to deduct points or to disqualify a boxer for any such act.

3.15 A Boxer who is disqualified by a Referee in a bout, shall not be 

Entitled to receive her purse, other than traveling expenses, when 

Disqualification is due to unsporting conduct or breach of boxing rules. The 

IWBF shall receive the percentage of the purse as agreed upon by the IWBF 

And fight promoter even in such case as described where the boxer is no 

Longer entitled to the purse.

3.16 In the event of the disqualification of a Boxer, the Referee must 

Report the facts of the disqualification to the Promoter and send a report 

To the IWBF within 7 days of the bout taking place.

3.17 If any Boxer shall indicate an unwillingness to continue boxing because 

of a claim of low-blow foul, or other foul, It will be at the Referee's 

Discretion according to applicable State Athletic Commission standards 

Whether the bout shall continue.

4. MEDICAL EXAMINATION OF A BOXER

4.0 All boxers, as a condition to licensure or renewal of licenses from the 

State Athletic Commissions shall undergo a thorough medical examination by a 

Physician appointed by the State, or the boxer's personal physician, 

According to the State rules for testing and examination.

4.1 All boxers, in all bouts must be given a physical examination by a 

Physician appointed by the State Commissioner on the day of the bout 

According to the State's rules for examination.

4.2 The use of any drug, narcotic, stimulant, depressant, of any 

Description, or alcoholic substance by a boxer either before or during a 

Bout, shall result in immediate loss of membership in the IWBF, loss of 

Standing and/or loss of any title held.

4.3 All boxers shall be physically examined immediately prior to the 

Commencement of the bout. Each boxer must also be examined after every bout 

And a report sent to the IWBF if requested.

4.4 The State Boxing Commissions have the discretion to order drug tests 

Whenever considered necessary, before or after a bout.

4.5 Any boxer who has lost four consecutive fights must submit to a complete 

Physical examination conducted by a physician appointed by the State.

4.6 The IWBF requires those copies of reports of all medical exams conducted 

By the state related to boxing fitness be submitted to the Federation.

4.7 In addition to a State certification of fitness to box in any bout, the 

IWBF further requires that boxers submit to a pregnancy test before any bout 

For the protection of the boxer. No IWBF boxer who is pregnant will be 

Permitted to fight.

4.9 Should a boxer become pregnant as a titleholder, she will retain her 

Title and her belt. An elimination bout will take place between the top two (2) 

Contenders in the rankings. A new active champion shall be named The 

Titleholder will have 2 years to return to the ring and must fight the 

active champion to regain her old standing. If the fighter should return but 

In a new division or weight class she will be entered in the rankings of 

The new division. It is this case only that two (2) fighters can share the name of 

Champion while only the active boxer will be able to defend her tide.

4.10 At weigh-in, all IWBF members may request an IWBF representative be 

Present.

5. SUPERVISORS OF THE IWBF

5.0 The powers and duties of the Regional Representatives of the IWBF at a 

Promotion shall be to see those all-applicable Rules and Regulations are 

Carried out and also include:

(a) To attend the weigh-in of the Boxers;

(b) To receive any reports relating to a member boxer from Inspectors, 

Physicians or Commissions;

(c) To make a report of the boxing contest at the following meeting of 

the IWBF;

(d) To instruct the Promoter to make payment to the IWBF, to accept 

Payment after the contest; to instruct the Promoter to withhold any 

Payment to any boxer and forward the same to the IWBF representative if 

The boxer acts fall within section 3.12 ofthese rules.

(e) To stand ready to carry out any order or request issued by the 

Referee during the course of a boxing contest.

NOTE: The IWBF is not responsible for negotiation of agreements, 

Contracts or terms thereof between Boxers and Promoters, Managers, 

Agents or others. The IWBF is not responsible for any disputes arising 

Out of said agreements or contracts.

6. MANAGERS

6.0 All managers must hold a valid license with the state in which a contest 

Is taking place in which the boxer they manage is a participant.

6.1 Every manager must enter into and hold a contract, with every Boxer for 

Whom he/she wishes to act.

6.2 A Manager must make certain that all necessary forms and/or certificates 

Have been forwarded to the State to satisfy~ licensing requirements of the 

Boxer.

6.3 All contracts between Boxers and Managers must meet State Athletic 

Commission standards and approval. A copy of this contract must be sent to 

The IWBF.

7. PROMOTERS

7.0 All Promoters must be licensed according to the requirements of the 

Commission of the State in which the contest is taking place.

7.1 When a Promoter arranges any Championship bout or eliminating bout for a 

Championship to be fought under Championship conditions, he/she must receive 

Prior written permission of the IWBF.

7.2 A Promoter shall not state on any programs, bills, announcements or 

Advertisements that a

- Boxer holds a particular title unless he/she knows without doubt, that the 

Boxer is recognized by the IWBF as holding such title.

7.3 A Promoter shall not, on any programs, bills, announcements or 

Advertisements, state that a Contest is between two Boxers of different 

Races, creeds or political affiliations or any such announcement that is 

Calculated either directly or indirectly in the opinion of the IWBF to 

Amount to a discriminatory characterization or to be offensive to either 

Boxer or the public on the aforementioned grounds.

7.4 Managers and Promoters shall negotiate all Purse offers.

7.5 When requested by the IWBF, the Promoter will disclose in writing, the 

Amount of Purse paid to any boxer, and/or detailed financial accountings for 

Any contest they promote under the auspices of the IWBF.

7.6 The Promoters shall pay the purse to the boxer herself or to the boxer's 

Representative at the boxer's request. The promoter shall pay two and one-half 

(2.5%) percent for both The Champ and Challenger of the total purse with a 

Minimum fee of (Champion - $350.00 and Challenger - $250.00) to The IWBF fifteen 

(15) Day's prior to the title bout along with the rest of the sanctioning fees that is 

Required of the promoter. The promoter shall then deduct the 2.5% from the boxers 

Purse on the night of the fight when the boxer receives payment for her bout. The 

Boxer shall sign for her purse money in a book kept by the Promoter. Such book 

Shall be open to the IWBF for inspection if required.

7.7 Not less than 15 days prior to any proposed contest, the 

Promoter shall submit to. The IWBF in writing the date and full details of 

The venue, for its approval. In addition, the Promoter shall supply to the 

IWBF such other information about the proposed contest as the IWBF shall 

Require.

7.8 The IWBF will not approve any venue at which arrangements are made by 

The Promoter or otherwise, for wagering facilities, whether licensed or not, 

To be available either where the contest is scheduled to take place or any 

Other part of the venue. Should it come to the attention of the IWBF, 

Subsequent to approval of a venue having been given, such approval will be 

Withdrawn.

7.9 In the event a Promoter fails to promote a contest on a date applied for 

By him with the State Commission and approved by the IWBF, the IWBF shall 

Investigate the circumstances, and will require upon a finding of willful 

Default, that the Promoter compensate the Boxer and the IWBF, according to 

Such reasonable financial expectations as if the fight had taken place.

7.10 The Promoter is responsible to make certain that each venue has a room 

Set aside exclusively for medical attention should such attention become 

Necessary.

7.11 At every Contest, promoters shall allow paid ringside seats to be 

Reserved for representatives of the IWBF. The number of ringside seats shall 

Be determined between the Promoter and the IWBF at least one week in advance 

Of the contest.

7.12 The Promoter will provide adequate security for the maintenance of good 

Order and safety at all Contests, according to the standards of the State's 

Athletic Commission.

7.13 Boxers who have contracted with a Promoter for a upcoming Contest may 

Not accept another bout prior to that Contest, unless agreed to by the 

Promoter.

7.14 Gloves used in all contests must be provided by the 

Promoter and given to the duly appointed Inspector in charge at the Promotion. 

The Inspector shall inspect and sign or stamp the bandages of a Boxer before the 

Boxer is gloved, according to requirements of the State's Athletic Commission.

7.15 The Promoter is responsible for sanctioning fees of 

$1,500 per World Title Contest. And $1000.00 per Intercontinental Title. Monies are 

due 15 days prior to the bout. .

7.16 The Promoter is responsible for the purchase of the Championship Belt 

Through the IWBF. Non-refundable monies are due 15 days prior to contest. 

The belt is the property of the IWBF. Only the winner of the contest can 

Obtain the belt.

7.17 The Promoter is to provide hotel accommodations for the representatives 

Of the IWBF at the venue. If the venue does not provide hotel 

Accommodations, arrangements for a reputable hotel within the nearest 

Vicinity to the event should be provided.

7.18 The Promoter is responsible for any and all legal fees in the 

Collection of any monies owed to the IWBF by the promoter

7.19 The Promoter is responsible for all necessary insurance and is to 

Include the IWBF as an additional insured.

8. REFEREES

8.0 All Referees must be licensed by the State in which they officiate a 

Bout, according to the rules of the State's Athletic Commission.

8.1 When available the IWBF will use the services of an IWBF Member Referee 

For a bout.

9. TRAINERS & SECONDS

9.0 Each trainer must be the holder of a valid license issued by the State's 

Athletic Commission.

9.1 Each second must be the holder of a valid State's Athletic Commission 

License.

10. MISCONDUCT

10.0 For the purposes of this section, misconduct shall refer to actions 

Detrimental to the interests of boxing and/or the characterization of men or 

Women in relation to the sport or otherwise and generally shall include:

(a) Breach of these rules and regulations, unless reasonable challenge is 

First made to the IWBF and revision to the rules is thereby brought about;

(b) Failure to comply with the rules of the applicable State's Commission;

(c) Failure to honor a contractual obligation, i.e., any Boxer withdrawing 

From any Contest for reasons not acceptable to the IWBF;

(d) Failure to uphold the integrity of the IWBF, which will not sanction 

Boxers who advance the exploitation or objectification of women and/or men 

Or the discrimination of any group. Any Boxer who accepts an endorsement 

Counter to these precepts shall be released from the Federation and stripped 

Of any title held; &

(e) Any other conduct that compromises the standards of professionalism and 

Safety.

Misconduct as indicated above may result in discipline. Suspension, loss of 

Membership and/or loss of titles held. All at the discretion of the IWBF.

10.1 It shall be the responsibility of the IWBF to inform a Member Boxer 

That a breach of this section has occurred. The IWBF shall inform its member 

In.writing including the particulars of the alleged misconduct. The Member 

Boxer shall have ten days to respond and request a hearing. Procedures for 

Hearings and appeals will be made available from the IWBE. It remains in the 

Sole discretion of the IWBF to release a member Boxer.

11. TELEVISION & ENDORSEMENTS

11.0 All members of the IWBF must inform the Federation on matters relating 

To television, video, radio, public appearance or publications in which they 

Are participating or appearing in matters related in any way to the IWBF 

Their standing, status or membership therein.

11.1 Any boxer who is offered an endorsement contract, endorsement monies or 

Compensation of any kind, related in any way to their membership in the IWBF 

Must inform the IWBF and negotiate use of its logo, belt or name in 

Association therewith.

Applicable rules in the States in which you intend to box. These rules delineate 

The membership requirements for Boxers who seek to be ranked by the IWBF and 

Also serves as their handbook. The IWBF proudly & exclusively endorses the use 

Of EVERLAST equipment in all IWBF bouts.
